Spend an hour or the whole day learning all about our family of Atlantic bottlenose dolphins and 

California sea lions. All kinds of programs are available. My favorite: Painting with the dolphins.

You are invited to take a guided educational tour of the hospital facilities and the sea turtle 

rehabilitation area.  This educational experience lasts approximately 90 minutes and provides a 

presentation on sea turtles as well as a behind the scenes look at the hospital facilities and 

rehabilitation area.  At the end of each program guests are invited to feed the permanent resident 

sea turtles. 

 

Stop for dinner at the Island Fish Company (MM54 bayside)

You will sail 7 miles 

out to the reef on a 65’ sailing catamaran, while enjoying breakfast. Once there you will snorkel 

for one hour, the crew will provide snorkel equipment and free training. You will then take a 45-

minute sail from the coral reef that is on the Atlantic side of Key West to the Gulf of Mexico and 

enjoy an all you can eat picnic lunch buffet on the sail over (sodas and water provided free all 

day). Then you will dock with our floating platform island. There you will have an afternoon of 

fun Jet Skiing, Parasailing, Kayaking, Climbing and jumping or you can relax and sunbathe on 

the spacious sun decks. When finished, a well-deserved complimentary beer or wine while 

sailing back to Key West for a 4pm return.
